STRUCTURED ENGLISH IMMERSION

Structured English Immersion (SEI) provides for ¢aeicational development of students whose
first language is not English. SEl classes enaliledents to participate in the standard
curriculum to the extent of their ability and inést. Students are placed in SEI classes according
to their linguistic proficiency rather than theissigned grade level.

ESL 1, 2, 3 or 4, may be taken instead of Stan#&aglish courses until a student demonstrates
sufficient proficiency to be mainstreamed into 8tad English courses. English language
learners are required to take either an ESL or anstard English course (they may take both)
during each year that they attend Haverhill Highh8al.

ENGLISH ASA SECOND LANGUAGE 1 CRSHO0733 GRADES9-12 CR1 Y

This course is designed to afford limited Englisbfigient students the opportunity to learn to $peaad, and write
English with increased ease and fluency. Studeiitsgain familiarity with the oral conventions arfdrms of the

ENGLISH ASA SECOND LANGUAGE 2 CRSHO0735 GRADES9-12 CR1 Y

ENGLISH ASA SECOND LANGUAGE 3 CRSHO0737 GRADES9-12 CR1 Y

reading and higher level reading comprehensionyadksas taking a systematic approach to the stddyrammatical
forms in English. Journals, book reports and digtest are part of the more intensive writing compunef ESL 3.
Prerequisite: Passing grade in ESL 2 or recommeindatf teacher.

ENGLISH ASA SECOND LANGUAGE 4 CRSHO0739 GRADES9-12 CR1 Y

approximates that of a beginning-level standard liEmgclass. Students are introduced to literarymfar terms,
vocabulary and word attack skills.

SEI USHISTORY CRSH1122 GRADES10-12 CR1 Y

SEI WORLD HISTORY 1 CRSH1108 GRADES9-10 CR1 Y

SEI GEOMETRY COLLEGE PREPARATORY CRSHO0776 GRADES10-12 CR1 Y
