                                  Syllabus
The band program is open to all students who have previously studied a musical instrument. The program consists of two performing units: Marching and Concert Band. It is expected that students electing band will participate in both performing groups. The band program requires after-school rehearsal time and full participation at football games, parades, and other civic and school events. All band students are encouraged to study privately when possible. Emphasis will be placed on individual skill development to foster musical independence and leadership. The band performs classical, jazz, rock, pop and holiday music, as well as scores from Broadway shows. Band may be elected four times for credit.
Class is Conducted according to the Following Principles:

Preparation 15%:

The ensemble will meet each day.  Students are expected to be prepared for each rehearsal with the following:

· Primary instrument w/accessories

· Music, practiced, notated as needed and ready to play

· Pencil

Organization 15%:

· Students are required to keep their music organized in a 3-hole binder. Small ½” or 1” binders work best and a 3-hole punch is available in class.

· Students are subject to periodic binder checks.

Dedication 10%: 

· Students are expected to practice regularly and to maintain a level of performance that supports the ensemble as a whole.

Cooperation 10%: 

· Students are expected to maintain exemplary class conduct and work in close cooperation with their bandmates and the director.

Participation 25%: 

· Students are expected to participate in all performances.  Complete attendance will count for 25% of your semester grade.  No shows will receive a failing grade.  Excused absences must be in written form one (1) week before any performance unless of a medical or family emergency. Any part-time job will not be considered an excused absence.  Varsity student athletes should review their game schedules to work out any conflicts that might occur.  
Evaluation 25%: 
· Students are expected to set personal goals and keep a journal of their progress.
· Students are also subject to periodic written and performance evaluations. 
· Students are expected to make measurable progress over the course of the semester.
Topics covered during class time will include, but not be limited to:

· Proper warm-up techniques

· Major/Minor Scales 
· Music reading and notaional fluency.

· Basic –Advanced Music Theory (where applicable) and arranging techniques.

Students will:

· Perform concert and marching band music graded 2+

· Be familiar with more advanced sixteenth and triplet beat subdivisions, melodic sequences, articulations, syncopated rhythm patterns and specific tempo and dynamic markings

Specific Instrumental Skill Development:

FLUTE: 
Concert Bb, Eb, F and Ab scales and arpeggios

Chromatic scale within the practical range of the instrument.

CLARINET: 
Concert Bb, Eb, F and Ab scales and arpeggios
*(B,C,D,E & F above “the break”). Chromatic scale within the practical range of the instrument.

ALTO SAXOPHONE: 
Concert Bb, Eb, F and Ab scales and arpeggios. Chromatic scale within the practical range of the instrument.

TRUMPET: 
Concert Bb, Eb, F and Ab scales and arpeggios.

Chromatic scale within the practical range of the instrument.

TROMBONE: 
Concert Bb, Eb, F and Ab scales and arpeggios. Chromatic scale within the practical range of the instrument.

PERCUSSION: 
Advanced rudiments including 7, 8 and 9 stroke rolls, flam and drag rudiments. (Sections I –IV, pp 48-49*)
KEYBOARD & GUITAR:
Basic chordal vocabulary including major, minor and dominant chords.
