Course Description:
 Digital Photography is a half year course and meets in A-14 Rear
Students will explore the art of Photography using digital cameras and Adobe Photoshop computer software.  Students will produce photographic images and compositions that demonstrate knowledge of The Elements of Art and the Principles of Design while seeking to: record, document, narrate, sell, comment, inspire, provoke and enlighten their viewer.  The goal of all assignments will be to utilize photography as a vehicle for self expression as well as to broaden the students understanding of technology.  Students are expected to complete work in a timely manor, and keep all handouts, and printed images in their folder.  Quizzes will be given which will assess students understanding of technique and vocabulary.  

Conduct:

All students are expected to respect the rights of other students and not disturb the learning process.  This is particularly important due to the fact that we share a space with another class. Students must be flexible in that they will at times be sharing equipment with classmates.  There is no food or drink allowed in the computer lab and hands should be clean when using school cameras and keyboards.  Students are expected to manage their files and save their work in the correct format (s).  Always check with the instructor before printing as the ink is expensive and not without limits.  One copy unless stated differently by me. 

Students need a flash drive (2G is ideal) to store their files on, projects, photos, etc. and transport them between home and school.  The server space is limited and once we are working with images, a lot of memory is used.  Students may also choose to bring and use their own digital camera; we have some but not enough for a whole class to take pictures on the same day.
Grading:      

Student’s grades are based upon, not only the finished result or final product, but how this product was arrived at (work ethic).  Students are expected to work consistently, showing effort and a desire to improve upon their skills.  Social networking sites are prohibited, as lab computers are to be used strictly for classwork. Extra credit assignments are available and should be utilized if a student finishes an assignment before the class moves on. Students are graded with a focus on the execution and compliance with the assignments objectives.  Grades are based upon completion of assigned classwork, photographs and quizzes.
